A DKV co-payment health insurance plan is recommended if:
· You are in good health and rarely visit the doctor
· You want to pay less per month
· You don’t mind paying small amounts when using services
· You want to control your healthcare spending

A no co-payment plan may be more suitable if:
· You require frequent medical care
· You suffer from chronic conditions
· You prefer a fixed monthly premium
· You don’t want co-payments to influence your decision to visit a doctor
